Any delay between cutting and threshing causes rapid
deterioration of the grains, especially during field drying or Stacking/Piling
when the crop is stacked or piled in the field.

Machine threshing

Threshing involves separating the grains from the straw either
by impact, friction or combing action.

Because of high labor requirement of manual threshing
stationary threshers of different types and sizes are
increasingly being used.

Pedal thresher
